Requirements: Full squad (11) (Your selected team) plus others of your squad to act as defenders. 

[image: image3.png]General Scenario:  Each attacking player will play the ball once but can play the ball again if they touch a post. Once received a pass is then made to another team member, (allow only two touches) as the team move forward on the pitch.  EVERY player must have played the ball ONCE and the team MUST finish with a shot on goal. Once they pass the halfway line other defenders can come into play. A floating defender will add pressure.

Play commences:  When the goalkeeper plays the ball out.

Roles:  Players must work together as a team and pass between the whole squad before shooting for goal, players may carry the ball, pass in any direction but can play the ball only once.

Note: once past the halfway line pressure is put on attacking players to be free to play the ball but only if a post has been touched, so you will get a bit of scrambling to get attacking players in free position.

Coaching Points  This is a team unity building drill, designed  to encourage teamwork and familiarisation. 

Players need to help each other out and run to receive the ball.

Play should move into the other half where defenders will be gradually included to give some pressure to the drill.

Developments  

i. 
If you are short of goalkeepers, make the goalkeeper sprint to the defending goal.

ii.  
If you are short of players make defenders sprint to the defending zone after playing the ball.

iii.  
Add one defender, then progressively till three or more defenders are in their own half (the defending zone) 

Phase ii:   
i. 
Make players pass into space, ahead of the receiving player.

ii. 
Keep all passes below head high.

iii. 
Nominate the shooting player (the final pass)

Phase iii:   
i. 
Each player MUST dribble the ball past every player in the team, the players are in position as above and cannot move, the dribbler must take the ball to and past every player before returning to their own position. The ball is then passes to another player.
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ii.
Use several soccer balls and bring in dribbling players to go through the team who are standing in their position, as one dribbling player finished the ball is passed to another free player from within the pitch and that player takes over as a dribbling player.

ii.
As above but put a floating defender (carrying a bib) in to put pressure on any dribbling player, (if defender wins the ball then that player takes over as attacker and previous attacker becomes the defender).
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Note:  This drill needs to be repeated many times  so that players find it very easy to pass without pressure (Then add the defenders). 

Wait until players feel it is easy before bringing in Developments or phase ii. I use this drill to let players get to know each other in State Team sessions, but it is also good at the start of the season or for young players.
