Requirements:  Open area, two soccer balls between three players, groups of three in a line as shown.

General Scenario: 

Players line up as shown:  one in the middle faced by two players on either side each with a ball.  Markers indicate the inside grid and run around marker for each outside player.  The center player always moves to the outside taking on the player feeding the ball.

Taking on Defenders  -  Player (A) and Player (C) both have a ball.
	Coaching Point:  

 Make the players use correct passing technique and make it a weighted and slick pass - sloppy passing will be one element that you are working to correct.  The dribble and challenge add pressure and the faster the grid moves the better it will be for the players.
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Play Starts: When

1. 
Player (A) passes to the middle Player (B), whom controls the ball. 

2.
Player (B) then takes on Player (A) in a 1 v 1 situation, moving to Player (a)'s position.  (Start with Player (A) passive)

3.
After the move is complete, Player (A) moves to the middle and Player  (B) turns on the marker (See Developments) Or dribbles around the run around marker back to the inside marker.

4.
Immediately the opposite outside player. Player (C), passes to Player  (A)  and the 1 v 1 occurs again, with Player (A) taking on Player (C). 

Repeat for a set period of time or number of sets.

Developments 

i.  
Put a marker behind players (A) and (C) make these players dribble around the marker after each pass 

ii.  
Make tackling more active (do this gradually) i.e. step towards the on coming player, stand your ground and then go for the tackle - Play continues irrespective of the tackle, the players continue to their designated places.
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
