Statues Soccer Game, no tackling

 XE  "GAME: G 141   All England Soccer Game, all passes forward" 
Requirements:  All players, Full pitch one soccer ball, Split team into two squads one team with bibs on.

General Scenario:  Good for Juniors and Youth/Girls players Player cannot tackle but can intercept a pass  
Players with the ball can dribble and pass without being tackled.
I encourage players to hold the ball and make a good pass this allows players to develop their skills and awareness by dribbling without being tackled and passing when a team member is free.

If the ball is intercepted by the opposition, then that team can play with the other team now not allowed to tackle.  Players can shoot for goal if they wish.

Play commences:  At the kick off.
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Coaching Points Start with no tackling, so players can develop dribbling and passing without pressure, other players should look for space and call when free.

Note A lot of very young players, and some women players do not get the opportunity to play without being tackled so let the other players block the pass but cannot get within a metre of the player in possession. Play is pressure free.
Developments  

i. Allow one team to play for some time 

ii. Encourage players to turn and develop skills 
iii. Do not worry if play breaks down quickly get support players to look at space for good passes.

Note A lot of very young players play soccer without developing skills. They rarely get time so here is a fun game to teach players about confidence on the ball.
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Place the non kicking foot alongside the ball
pointing at the target.

Turn passing foot outwards from the hip. Push
toes upwards to form a flat rigid surface.
Strike the ball dead center at the mid point
{L.E., foot about 3" off the ground). Keep knee
over the ball to pass along the ground, lean
backwards to lift the ball. (Strike ball
slightly above center line for low pass,
slightly below center line to lift the ball).
Use a pushing movement of the passing foot
rather than a stab at the ball.

Passing foot should follow ball through to
target in the turned position.
