Set Piece,  Corners  Far Post " \l 1 
 XE  "SET PIECE: " 
Requirements:  Good position, quality organisation and set up - players in bold shoot for goal or are the play maker.
General Scenario: The kicker, Player (A),  calls the type of cross or indicates using hand or arm signals. 

In this example a deep kick aiming for Player (D) or (C) is being used. It is anticipated that the ball will be aimed at the target area.   

Player (B) breaks forward to open up space behind and Player (C) and (D) run in to join a deep striker. 

As can be seen the right footed kick from the right tends to bend towards goal, if you have a left footer and want to do the far post corner from the right, have your left footer take the kick.
NOTE: Wait until players are in place BEFORE taking the kick.
Coaching Points:  The kicker (Player A) determines the kick and should be aiming for a deep cross at the target area.  It is important that Player (D) should hold position (or make a later run) for an over  hit cross and Player (C) should move towards the target area. Player (B) acts as a decoy and creates space behind if an alert defender moves to cover.
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Special Note: A little trick that I have found is that there are several hiding spots at corner kicks. Place an attacker on the six yard line at the junction of the goal line and see if that player is marked. In most instances the fullback will want to stay on the post and the midfielder will want to stay in the penalty area.  

Consequently the player remains unmarked!  I call it, my hiding spot and the role of this striker is to break quickly from this position ONLY when the corner is taken, try it! it worked for me. Manchester United v Sunderland at United, used this in 2013 when Ferdinand Stood in the blind spot – he then broke out and was unmarked when the ball came in. It was on TV!

Corner Blind Spot

Hide just behind the far post on the goal line, then sprint into the goal mouth. 

Note: You MUST Stand on the touch line (Do not leave the field of play), leaving the field of play without the referee's permission is a cautionable offence!

It is highly unlikely that a defender will come and stand with you and you will have every opportunity to enter the field of play without being marked.

If you get to the far side behind the defenders you may have a chance from a deep corner.
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Here is a training routine Set Piece you can work on with your players using the hiding spot.

Set up your corner but use a hiding spot near to the corner see graphic below, a ball is played into this player and laid off to the inside player and across to the attacker, This has worked and can be useful in getting your players aware of positioning for corners.

 

Here is the grid in stages, place a player on the line just outside the six yard area, (player will possibly not be marked) 
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Get attackers to move far post but leave one player hiding just off the pitch.





Ball is played into this hiding player, whom has moved onto the pitch, this player plays a ball to an attacker (2) whom lays it off for a shot on goal.





You can get player (2) to move into play late so he is not marked. But all attackers should have pulled defenders out so the front area is fairly free. Using the hiding player will catch out most defenders
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
